Nitra was the 
seat of Prince 

Pribina, who had built 
and consecrated the 
first Christian church 
in Slovakia (around 

828).

During the 
time of the Great 
Moravian Empire, 
Nitra was one of 

the largest housing 
agglomerations in 
Central Europe.

Nitra is one of 
the oldest towns in 
Slovakia, the earliest 
written mentioning 

about Nitra dates back to 
871-873 in the work 
Conversio Bagoaiorum 

et Carantanorum.
